
Riverina Merino studs and clients have continued to
do well in the show ring and sales this year:

At AVENEL Merino Stud Colin and Amanda McCrabb’s
Avenel blood team is in overall 3rd ranking after the first
shearing of the Craig Wilson Livestock Wether Trial shorn at
Wagga in April.Their 2003 drop wethers had the highest
Clean Fleece Weight, second highest Fleece Value and rank
fifth on Estimated Carcass Value.This bloodline comparison
exercise comprises 27 teams representing 14 leading 
bloodlines.

Other Riverina Merino bloodlines represented in the trial
are EAST LODDON and HAZELDEAN.The trial was
set up to evaluate Merino bloodlines used in Victoria for
traits that are important to producers with guidelines that
fairly evaluate the studs represented.

News from the F.S.FALKINER STUDS demonstrate
good news all round: BOONOKE Ram 2.218 was awarded
the prestigious 2004 Dubbo Rabobank National Merino
Sheep Show Supreme Exhibit in August 2004 after being
named the Champion Medium Wool Ram and Grand
Champion Merino Ram. 2.218 was described by one of the
Dubbo judges as “a complete sire package with structural
correctness and a bulky fleece of lustrous medium wool.”

& MJ Proctor from St Arnaud, KF Perry & Co, Bears Lagoon
and BC & MJ Olive from Charlton.

UARDRY AND SIMS UARDRY continue their show
success with March shorn Rams & Ewes after the Hay
Merino Sheep Show. At the Aust Sheep & Wool Show in
Bendigo recently the following results were achieved:
Reserve Champion Strong Wool Ram for the Show, (Sims
Uardry), Reserve Champion March Shorn Strong Wool
Ram, (Sims Uardry), Champion March Shorn Medium Wool
Ram (Uardry), Champion March Shorn Strong Wool Ewe -
(Sims Uardry), March Shorn Strong Wool Ewe - any age -
1st & 3rd (Sims Uardry). In staff news, James Armstrong
won the Junior Judging at Bendigo this year. Angus Munro,
following on from his win at Dubbo last year, was runner up
at Sydney Royal and has now taken on the Overseer’s
position at Uardry.

WILLANDRA clients Sleigh Pastoral topped the John
Wells Memorial sale at Jerilderie last Spring fetching $166
for their 600 one-and-a-half year old ewes.This was the 
second year in a row that their Willandra blood ewes had
topped the premier sale.The Sleighs also topped the 
cast-for-age section of the same sale when those ewes sold
for $106.The Sleigh's Willandra blood ewes are often
sought after by return buyers.The buyer of last year's cast-
for-age ewes had earlier sold first-cross ewes bred from the
Sleigh's dams for $215.

And WILLANDRA Riverina
ewes make excellent prime lamb
mothers. Earlier this year Chris
and Jenny Davis of Thurgoona,
NSW, came third in the RAS
Prime Lamb CarcassCompetition.
They used Ross Wells' Willandra
ewes and Kismet Poll Dorset
rams to produce the 27kg carcass
weight with a fat score of 4.1.
The lambs had a lean meat yield
of 54.3% and produced 14.6kg of
saleable meat for an overall 
premium of $3.45/kg.

$132.00 this year.They were
